A broad-based Durga Puja Committee has been 
constituted, bringing together members from both within and 
outside the Managing Committee.

It is a 
ritual in which a bamboo 
pole( Khunti) used to 
construct the pandal, in 
which the Goddess Durga 
is installed, is placed for 
worship. This ritual is 
performed to invoke the 
blessings for a smooth and 
successful celebrations. 
Some occasions, the pole 
is from a Bel Tree as well. 
This year a beautiful pole with the image of Ma Durga 
was installed in our mandir complex. Additionally, there 
was a seating arrangements for all gathered. This, ritual 
is performed a few months prior to the Durga Puja 
dates. This Puja can be traced back to an older tradition 
named the Khathamo Puja, which had the frames of the 
Puja clay idol, as an object of worship.
