Looking Ahead
Preparations for Durga Puja 2025 : We are now fully geared 
up for the Durga Puja celebrations, with preparations in full 
swing. The Pre-Puja Cultural Celebrations and Puja Mela 
will begin on September 1st and continue till September 
26th.

Alongside a packed program of cultural competitions — 
including recitation contests across all age groups, fancy dress 
competitions, classical and semi-classical instrumental 
performances, Antakshari, and more—the Pre-Puja Mela is 
being organised on a larger scale than in previous years. A 
variety of food stalls, textiles, and handicraft outlets will be 
set up, and we encourage you to visit them while enjoying the 
cultural performances.
