The visit 
went off smoothly and with dignity — a testament to the 
spirit and teamwork of everyone involved.

We recognize that many devotees faced restrictions or 
discomfort during those days. On behalf of the Managing 
Committee, I offer my heartfelt thanks for your patience, 
understanding, and fortitude in the larger interest of 
upholding the honour of our Mandir and C.R. Park.

This extraordinary experience taught us valuable lessons 
in preparedness and coordination. Whether or not such 
an opportunity comes again, we stand richer in 
experience and stronger as a community.
