
application in detail.

This marks one of the largest membership inductions in 
the recent history of the Mandir. The focus was on 
ensuring a transparent and objective screening process, 
with an emphasis on including as many members as 
possible – especially from families where there were no 
members at all. Other factors taken into account were 
educational background, professional achievements, 
social standing and previous record of social service to 
the Mandir and elsewhere. By doing so, we hope that 
large sections of deserving CR Park residents  have been 
brought into the fold of the Kali Mandir Society.

To share some statistics with you - a total of 735 
applications were received. Each application was 
assessed meticulously against the approved criteria. At 
the end of this rigorous process, 634 applications were 
initially accepted. This list of initially selected 
members was displayed on 1 December 2025 on the 
notice board outside the KMS office. The rest of the 
applications are pending, subject to further evaluation 
and discussions.

Routine Pujas Continue with Devotion

Apart from the membership evaluation process, there 
were no major events during November. Regular Shoni 
Puja and Satyanarayan Puja, however, continued to be 
conducted with full devotion and participation from 
devotees, maintaining the spiritual rhythm of the 
Mandir.

Looking Ahead

With the initial membership cycle now concluded, we 
look forward to deeper engagement from all 
members—new and existing. December will focus on 
further development activities and preparations for the 
year ahead.
